President’s Corner
As we begin the month of February I cannot help but think about how different things are here at Sapphire Lakes from one year ago.  Then we were still cleaning up debris from Hurricane Irma and trying to regain a sense of normalcy within the community.  As I walk around the community now it seems unbelievable that the grounds look as good as they do a little over a year later. We have made a tremendous amount of progress.  We have planted many new trees and shrubs, as well as a large amount of sod throughout the community.  The new white dumpster enclosures are a definite improvement, and the new front gate equipment that was installed over the summer has finally improved our entry and security at the front entrance.  In December the Tennis Courts were repaired and resurfaced and the two south courts had new blended Pickleball lines painted for six courts that use portable nets that were provide by the Activities Team. It’s now possible for six Pickleball groups to play there on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays, and then two tennis foursomes can use the south courts on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays in addition to the two north tennis courts. When you factor in the 32 team Bocce League and the large group of Horseshoe League players, we have a very active Recreation Area day after day in season.

A “Blue Zone Project” presentation was very well received by an enthusiastic group of about 45 residents on January 16th at Pool 3, and we plan to present a proposal to the Master Board at the March 20th meeting to formally declare Sapphire Lakes to become a “Blue Zone Community”.  Essentially this endeavor promotes good health and wellness practices, such as our Adventure Walkers group, our Tennis and Pickleball activities, tobacco free zones within the community and a host of other planned activities that will promote a healthy lifestyle within our community and Naples as a whole.  You’ll be hearing more about these plans as we form a Blue Zone Council to spearhead coordinate and develop even more health and wellness activities.

Lastly, I would be remiss if I didn’t mention our “bear sightings” in early and late January.  We don’t know if it was just one bear that appeared a few times or a few different ones, but he/they seem to have taken a liking to our community and is being slow about moving on.  Florida Wildlife informs us that these Black Bears are docile and are just hunting for food. We want to make sure that no one purposely or unknowingly provides them a food source.  I do recommend that you be vigilant when out walking, especially in the dark, and that you report any sightings to Property Manager Karl Forsman.  It is important to make sure that our dumpster areas are closed up and that we don’t have any loose trash lying around anywhere that would attract any hungry animals. If the problem persists, Florida Wildlife will work with us to trap the bear and relocate him/her.

Treasurer’s Report
We just closed the books on 2018 and ended with a surplus of $23,800.  Normally we would roll these funds in to the 2019 budget but the Board decided to add it to the emergency funds we have on hand of $42,399 to bring the new total to $67,254.  These funds will be used should we have another hurricane or exceed our budget in 2019. It will also free up some of the reserve funds that we have borrowed from in the past when we had cash flow issues. This will allow us to invest more reserve funds into CD’s which are now paying close to 3%.

 As you know, the Board had to do a special assessment of $350 per door last year.  Here are some of the main items where your money was spent.
 1. New Dumpster fencing $30,700. 2. New gate system $40,367. 3. New Irrigation system on Luisa $44,500. 4. Additional hurricane clean up $82,000.
5. $50 per door for landscaping replacement total $29,500. That totals to $227,000.  

Regarding our Reserves, we ended 2018 with $237,517 in reserves.

Currently we have 2 CD’S one for $107,163 at First Florida Integrity paying 2.75% and $115,234 at Florida community paying 2.15%.   Spent out of the reserve in 2018. 1. $40,000 sealing roads. 2. $8,900 on pumps for Irrigation and Fountains. 3. $9,280 sewer clean out.
4. Tennis/pickleball courts. $28,400. 5. $45,900 on pools. 6. $3,200 sidewalk repairs. 

I will be giving a more detailed report at the Annual meeting in March.  Thanks,   Reg (Mike) Mears

Walkers:  please make sure that you walk AGAINST the traffic when walking the streets at Sapphire Lakes and wear light colors and/or reflective clothing when walking in non-daylight hours.  Bikers:  please make sure to ride WITH the traffic and to have reflectors and/or lights on your bicycle.  We want everyone to be safe!!

And vehicles, please obey the Stop signs including those at the driveways.   Please be aware of those on the street walking or biking in these areas.   We have been fortunate that no one has caused an accident yet but the potential is there.  Please do this for the safety of all!

Entrance Gates 
Unit owners may purchase additional swipe cards at a cost of $15.00 by check only and are available from our Property Manager, Karl Forsman.

Pool Umbrellas

All pools have umbrellas on the decks.  If you are the last to leave the pool area, please be responsible and lower any umbrellas that are open.  Thank you.

Defibrillator
An Automated Electronic Defibrillator (AED) is installed at the cabana at the Recreation area restroom, Pool 2 and Pool 3. 
Before using the AED machine, assure that 911 has been called.  Turn on the AED and follow the audio prompts.
Central Car Washing Area

There is an area located near the recreation area washroom facility for residents to wash cars.  

It is mandatory for boats to be washed only in this area.  Boat rinsing should be limited to 15 minutes after it has been in saltwater.

Your Pets 
Please report any violations of the pet rules that you witness or observe to our Property Manager Karl Forsman (353-2465) so that proper action can be taken against offenders.

And also, please remember pets are a privilege, not a right.   Many people have a fear of dogs so please be considerate of others when walking your pets. 

Reminder!!!  And also –Please do not feed the wild animals including feral cats, squirrels and ducks!  They are creatures of the wild and should fend for themselves.  After Association meetings at the Pools or gatherings at the Picnic area, any garbage should be removed and placed in a dumpster nearby.  The raccoons leave quite a mess scattering the garbage!
Another issue regarding our beautiful grounds, they are for all to enjoy so please do not pick the flowers as everyone enjoys them when walking in the community. 

Garden Waste
Plant debris should be piled or bagged and placed along the street, not at the dumpsters or parking lots, for pick up by the landscaping company Tuesday and Friday.

Newspaper, flyers, flattened small cardboard boxes, catalogs, magazines, telephone books, paper grocery bags, clear, green and brown bottles and jars, aluminum and steel/tin food and beverage cans, all plastics #1 through #7 can all be places in the recycle bins.

Before placing large cardboard boxes in the garbage bins, please break them down to ensure that the dumpsters are not filled before the garbage truck arrives.  Small boxes should be collapsed and placed in the recycling containers.  

For those units that have individual trash and recycling tote bins, please call Collier County at 239-252-2380 for disposal of larger items such as TV’s mattresses, furniture, etc. For those using large dumpsters please contact Karl at 353-2465.  Karl will contact Waste Management for a pick-up time.  There is a $30 surcharge for special pickup.

For hazardous wastes such as paint, oil or solvents, they may be taken to the Waste Disposal site at 2640 Corporate Flight Drive with no fee.  They are open Tuesday to Saturday from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.
