Some Associations had problems attaining a quorum at their Annual Meetings in February, and we would like all owners to know that if they cannot physically attend the Annual Meeting of their individual Association, it would be much appreciated if they could mail in or give their Proxy (that is enclosed with their Meeting Agenda in the mail) to their President or to Resort Management.  These proxies are required by Florida law in the event that not enough unit owners are physically present to constitute a quorum.  This is often times the case in many of our Associations Annual Meetings. 

President’s Corner
As we begin the month of March we can only hope that the terrific weather that we have been experiencing continues through this winter season.  Our community is extremely busy with social activities of all kinds and I’ve heard numerous positive comments from one end of the community to the other about life at Sapphire Lakes.  A reminder to all unit owners that the Master Association Annual Meeting is Wednesday, March 7th at the Pool 3 Cabana at 6:30 p.m..  Owners should have received an agenda in the mail. It will be immediately followed by a Social Gathering, so please feel free to bring a finger food to share and your own beverage of choice if you’d like to stay after the meeting for some friendly conversation and refreshments.

I would like to congratulate the Activities Team for sponsoring such a very successful 7th annual Chili Fiesta Night at Pool #3 on February 6th.  The crowd of over 120 people was delighted with the quality of the food and the entertaining music provided by the DJ.  The Chili Fiesta has established itself as one of the highlight events of each winter season.  I would also like to congratulate the Bocce Committee for once again organizing such a competitive and friendly Bocce League season that will culminate with the Bocce Super Bowl on March 21st.  The Pool 3 Cabana is being utilized by more activities on a weekly basis than ever before.  To see a list of the activities that are offered throughout the community take a look at our website:  sapphirelakesnaples.net and click on “Activities”.

There has been some concern around the community about some of the clean-up and repairs that remain in the aftermath of Hurricane Irma, and I assure you that the Master Association is working on all of them.  Getting contractors during this time of the year is always tough (and expensive) and this year because of Irma, the contractors have more work than ever. We will be bringing vendors in here to grind down the remaining stumps (new sod will be placed in those areas once rainy season begins), and we are waiting on our fence contractor, Carter Fence, to replace 13 of our dumpster enclosures that were damaged by the hurricane.   They will also be repairing our damaged perimeter fencing in a number of areas.  We appreciate your patience as we work through this stage of the process of recovering from the hurricane.

The Comcast deployment of new equipment and the switchover to the new Fiber Optics is just about completed.  Naturally we have some stragglers that haven’t had the conversion completed yet, and I am trying to identify them (with the help of Comcast), which is not easy.  In any event, I have heard many, many positive comments about the X-1 platform and the speed of the Internet service.  I encourage everyone to review their private Comcast bill (if you have one at all) and check to make sure that you’re not being billed for Internet or for Video boxes, or any Technology Fee and/or Modem rental.  It hasn’t happened to many residents, but it has happened and then been corrected by Comcast with no problem.

Treasurer’s Report
As previously reported we ended 2017 with a surplus of $92,923 in operating funds. However this was only because we had a surplus of $106,200 in money collected for Comcast Internet. We charged the unit owners for eight months but only had to pay Comcast for two months as they were late installing fiber. The Board also chose to use $38,000 of the Comcast signing bonus money as income for 2017.  Without these additional funds we would have been over budget by close to $60,000.  The main reason for this was Hurricane Irma. We spent around $107,000 on cleaning up the tree damage and additional $13,000 in hurricane damage on Master buildings and equipment. Unfortunately, it looks like we will have additional hurricane expense of around $47,900 in 2018, $27,500 to clean up rest of the trees and stumps and at least $21,000 to repair perimeter fence. That’s $25,000 more in hurricane expense than what we budgeted for 2018. We will also probably spend more in Irrigation repair and sod again due to the hurricane.

 As it stands right now, I don’t see anywhere we can offset all this additional expense.  Best case scenario, we will probably end 2018 at a negative $23,000.  Fortunately we still have $42,000 in Comcast signing bonus money in a separate account that can be used to offset this negative figure.  

Regarding our Reserves, we ended 2017 with $316,535 up $22,947 from previous year.

Currently we have 2 CD’S one for $105,000 at Everbank paying 2% and one at Florida Community that matures in April paying 1.25% that should go up to 2% as well when we renew. 

I will be giving a more detailed report at the Annual meeting on March 7th.

An Automated Electronic Defibrillator (AED) is installed at the cabana at the Recreation area restroom, Pool 2 and Pool 3. 
Before using the AED machine, assure that 911 has been called.  Turn on the AED and follow the audio prompts.
Central Car Washing Area

There is an area located near the recreation area washroom facility for residents to wash cars.  

It is mandatory for boats to be washed only in this area.  Boat rinsing should be limited to 15 minutes after it has been in saltwater.

Your Pets 
Please report any violations of the pet rules that you witness or observe to our Property Manager Karl Forsman (353-2465) so that proper action can be taken against offenders.

And also, please remember pets are a privilege, not a right.   Many people have a fear of dogs so please be considerate of others when walking your pets. 

Reminder!!!  And also –Please do not feed the wild animals including feral cats, squirrels and ducks!  They are creatures of the wild and should fend for themselves. Garden Waste

Karl will contact Waste Management for a pick-up time.  There is a $30 surcharge for special pickup.

For hazardous wastes such as paint, oil or solvents, they may be taken to the Waste Disposal site at 2640 Corporate Flight Drive with no fee.  They are open Tuesday to Saturday from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.
