Each unit shall be used as a single family residence only.  Except for fish, each unit owner may maintain two household pets in a residential unit to be limited to domestic dogs not to exceed thirty pounds, or domestic cats or caged birds or one fish tank not to exceed 55 gallons provided they are not kept, bred, or maintained for any commercial purpose and do not become a nuisance or annoyance to neighbors.  Unit owners must pick up all solid wastes of their pets and dispose of such waste appropriately.  All pets including cats must be leashed at all times when outside the residential unit.  Pets may not be kept in a limited common element.  No pets shall be allowed on any elevators.  No reptiles or wildlife shall be kept in or on the condominium property.  

No unit owner shall cause or allow improvements or changes to any unit, limited common elements appurtenant thereto or common elements including but not limited to painting or other decorating of any nature, installing any electrical wiring, television antenna, machinery, pools, whirlpools, or saunas or air conditioning units in any manner changing the appearance of any portion of the building without obtaining the prior written consent of the Association.

No nuisances shall be allowed on the condominium property nor shall any use or practice be allowed which is a source of annoyance to residents or occupants of units or which interferes with the peaceful possession or proper use of the condominium property by its residents or occupants.  No improper, offensive, hazardous, or unlawful use shall be made of the condominium property or any part thereof, and all valid laws, zoning ordinances and regulations of all governmental bodies having jurisdiction thereover shall be observed.  

No portion of a unit may be rented.  All leases shall be in writing and be approved by the Association.  Leasing of units shall also be subject to the prior written approval of the Association and the Association.  No lease shall be approved for a term of less than 30 days or one calendar year whichever is less and no single unit may be leased more than 3 times in any one calendar year.  

No unit owner shall cause anything to be affixed or attached or hung, displayed or placed on the exterior walls, doors, balconies, or windows of the Building (including but not limited to awnings, signs, storm shutters (except hurricane shutters), screens, window tinting, furniture, fixtures, equipment), nor to plant or grow any type of shrubbery, flower, tree, vine, grass, or other plant life outside his unit without the prior written consent of the Association’s Board of Directors. 

None of the balconies, walkways, or lanai areas that are contiguous to residential units and designated as Limited Common Elements under the Declaration may be enclosed, glassed in, or screened in, nor may any residential unit owner alter the configurations of such balconies, or hang plants, draperies, screens, or other items therefrom.

Specific Minimum Maintenance Schedule and Standards.  All unit owners shall adhere to the following minimum maintenance schedule and standards.
a.  Hot Water Heaters.  All hot water heaters shall be replaced no later than the tenth (10th) anniversary of the date of manufacture.

b.  Water Valves.  All main water shutoff valves shall have a ball joint shut.

c.  Plumbing Connections.  All hoses for washing machines, dishwashers, sinks and toilets shall be braided steel cable flex hoses, if possible.

d.  Dryer Vents.  The unit owner shall have the dryer vent of his unit cleaned by a professional once every three (3) years and shall provide the Association with proof of the cleaning upon request.  In the event the unit owner fails to provide proof of cleaning to the Association, the Association may (but is not obligated to) have the dryer vents cleaned and invoice the cost thereof to the unit owner.

e. Gutters and Downspouts.  The unit owner shall install gutters and downspouts at their expense in order to prevent mold intrusion and outside building’s paint and ground destruction.

f.  Occupancy.  All unit owners shall turn off main water supply to unit if unit is unoccupied for more than twenty four (24) consecutive hours.

g. Use of Licensed Contractors.  Whenever a unit owner contracts for maintenance, repair, replacement, alteration, addition or improvement of any portion of the unit, whether with or without Association approval, such owner shall be deemed to have warranted to the Association and its members that his contractors are properly licensed and fully insured, and that the owner will be financially responsible for any resulting damage to persons or property not paid by the contractor’s insurance.
