Abbreviated version of Rules & Regulations 
1. No items shall be stored in entranceways, passages or landings as these areas are for ingress and egress only. 
2. Neither rugs, laundry nor any other articles shall be shaken or hung from windows, doors, balconies or exterior walls.
3. Personal property must be stored within the unit or garage, if applicable.
4. Pets – Unit owner may maintain two (2) household pets provided they are not kept, bred or maintained for commercial purposes.  Dogs must not exceed 30 pounds.  No more than two (2) small domestic birds are allowed.  Only one fish tank is allowed and may not exceed 55 gallon capacity.  Dogs and/or cats must be on a leash not more than 6 feet long when on Common areas and litter must be disposed of properly.  Pets must not become a nuisance or annoyance to neighbors.  Only unit owners are allowed to maintain pets in any unit.
5. Noise levels from radios, televisions or musical instruments must be at a level as to not disturb other residents.  No unit owner shall make disturbing noise that may affect other unit owners.
6. No signage shall be displayed on any part of the unit as to be visible outside the unit.
7. The Association shall retain a key to all units for emergency purposes.  If/when a unit owner alters the lock, a key shall be provided to the Association.
8. Window coverings visible from the exterior of the unit shall be white or off-white in color.  No aluminum foil may be placed in any window or glass door of a unit.
9. Unit owners absent during hurricane season must prepare their units and provide the
      Association with a designated individual or firm who cares for unit.
10. A propane barbecue may not be stored within any unit.
11. Children must be supervised while they are within the condominium property.

· An abbreviated version of the Master Association Rules and Regulations for Sapphire Lakes regarding the Common Areas, e.g. pools, parking, tennis courts, etc. was mailed to all unit owners.  If you do not have a copy, contact the Master Association Property Manager or a Board Member.
· An amendment to the documents “Section 19.8 Leases” was passed on April 17, 2007 limiting

    leasing for a maximum of six (6) consecutive calendar months.  Seasonal leasing remains
    unchanged.  No lease shall be approved for a term of less than thirty (30) days or one (1)

    calendar month whichever is less and no single unit may be leased for more than three (3)

    times in any one calendar year.
